Projects:

1. Create a portfolio (1 session)



Materials: Large poster board, markers, crayons, colored pencils.

2. Geography (2 sessions)


*create a paper mache globe with continents, oceans, major lakes



Materials: small balloons, wall paper glue, school glue, newspaper strips, tempera 



paints (blue, green, brown), black magic markers (used to label land forms)

3. Native American (1 session)


*Create dream catchers. Discuss significance of dream catchers and tribes that used them.



Materials: Large, flexible twigs (or similar), thin wire or twine, beads, feathers

4. Meso-American  (1 session)


*create Meso-American Codex books. Fifth grade teachers review Meso-American 


history and communication. Students create code book using glyphs (symbols) from 


Meso-American art.



Materials: large pieces of brown paper, markers (black, red, yellow), glue, 


examples of Meso-American glyphs

5. Civics and Government (1 session)


*cut pictures of government officials in half and glue to a paper, draw and use flesh colored markers to draw the other side. Discuss symmetry. 



Materials: Large pieces of drawing paper, blown up pictures of studied 



government officials, markers in flesh tones

6. Renaissance (1 session)


*create Mona Lisa print using warm and cool colors. Discuss warm and cool colors. 



Materials: Ask Tyson

7. Renaissance (2 sessions)


* using clay, students create a gargoyle. Discuss purpose and form of gargoyles.



Materials: Air dry clay, gray tempera paint

8. American Revolution (1 session)


*using chalk pastels students recreate the variety of American flags. Discuss the variety 


of American flag styles that were used before the current



Materials: large pieces of white construction paper, chalk pastels in appropriate 



colors, pictures of American flags

Projects:

1. Drawing Workshop: Cartooning (1 session)
Students learn how to create original cartoon characters and comic strips

Materials: Drawing pencils, markers, sketchbooks, comic strips

2. Drawing Workshop: Still Life (1 session)

Students learn how to create shadows, texture, and depth with drawing

Materials: Drawing pencils, sketchbooks, items for still life, flashlight (to demonstrate points of light/shadows)

3. Drawing Workshop: Perspective (1 session)

Students learn how to create distance and movement with drawing

Materials: “How to Draw…” book, pencils, sketchbook

4. Civil War: Wax Resist (2 sessions)
Students draw person of interest from Civil War. Use wax crayons to color.

Materials: Civil War scenes/people, wax crayons, tempera paint, heavy paper

5. Civil War: Civil War Drum (1 session) 
Students create a drum using an oatmeal container, peanuts container, salt…

Materials: Empty container provided by students, heavy paper or canvas for top and bottom of drum, construction paper to decorate, markers, crayons, etc. for decorating, yarn or string to tie top/bottom, glue

6. Drawing Workshop: Nature (2 sessions)

(Weather permitting) Students learn to use color to create light/dark, depth… when drawing nature

Materials: crayons or colored pencils, sketchbooks, pencils

7. Watercolor (1 session)
Students use pencil drawing from previous sessions to create watercolor painting, students learn to use paints to create depth, texture,…

Materials: Watercolors, paper, pencils
