Level |
teachers (BA and zero to 5 years of experience) earn a
minimum of $34,000; Level Il teachers (BA/MA and more
than 3 years of experience) earn a minimum of $44,540;
and a Level 111 (MA or NBCT and six years of experience)
earn a minimum of $55,528.
